VIOLENT FELONY STATUTES

Effective January 1, 2003 every person arrested for a violent felony as defined in 19.2-297.1 or a violation of 18.2-
89, 18.2-90, 19.2-91 or 18.2-92 shall have a sample of his saliva or tissue taken for DNA analysis to determine identi-
fication characteristics specific to the person. After a determination by a magistrate that probable cause exists for
arrest, a sample shall be taken prior to the person’s release from custody....LIDS has been changed to produce a
report of all violent felonies requiring DNA samples to be taken., which can be found in Forms Maintenance, Option B

(Offline Reports, Queries and Files), then select Option I, Inmates That Require a DNA Sample.

SID NUMBER REQUIREMENT

The Compensation Board has “relaxed” the SID requirement for now that went into effect 7/1/02 because many jails
do not have VCIN or access to SID numbers. Be prepared for the SID numbers to become a required field in the
near future.

SID Validation Procedure

1. The first 2 characters of SID must be a alphabetic state code (ie. VA).

2. If the length of the SID is less than 11 insert zeros after the state code to make the SID 11 characters long. If there are 3 or more zeros after
the state code the SID is in an old format with no check character, do not continue, they are accepted as entered.

3. Substitute digits for the letters in the first 10 positions of the SID as follows:

AorJ =1
B, K,orS=2
C,LorT=3
D,M,orU=4
E,N,orV=5
F,0,orW=26
G,P,orXx=7
H,Q,orY=28
I,R,orZz=09.

4.  Multiply each of the digits for the first 10 positions of the SID by the a weight factor as follows:

5. Compute the total from step 4.

7. If the 10" character of the SID after step 2 is a letter then the check character is the single digit remainder from step 6 or ‘X’ if the remainder
is 10. If the 10" character of the SID after step 2 is a digit then the check character is a letter as follows:
