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ICE Detainees 

 In past issues of the LIDS Gazette you have been instructed 
to confine  offenders held solely on an ICE detainer in LIDS as Rea-
son Confined 10-Pretrial (RC10), for the first 48 hours.  To clarify, 
please only use RC10 if ICE will not be billed for the initial 48 hours.  
If your jail is billing ICE for the initial 48 hours, or if there is an 
Alien Number assigned to the inmate on the ICE detainer, the of-
fender should be held in LIDS as Reason Confined 73-Federal Au-
thority (RC73).  The purpose of this is to prevent double payment of 
an inmate, by both ICE and the Compensation Board.  If an inmate is 
confined in LIDS with RC73 with the assumption that ICE will pay 
and then ICE does not, you may update the first 48 hours of the con-
finement to be RC10.  Likewise, if an ICE detainee is held for the 
first 48 hours as RC10 and ICE then later pays for the confinement 
please update the reason confined code to be RC73.  This procedure 
only pertains to inmates held solely on an ICE detainer.  Any inmate 
with an ICE detainer also held on state/local charges should be con-
fined with the code appropriate to their state/local charges. 

Police Dept HOLDING CELLS 

 It is important to remember that holding cells operated and 
staffed by the police department are not considered an annex of the 
jail.  Inmates held in police department holding cells should not be 
confined in LIDS.  An inmate is not eligible to be entered into LIDS 
until he arrives at the jail. 

 Example:  Offender is arrested on a Drunk in Public charge 
and held by the police department until he is sober enough to be re-
leased on his own recognizance.  This inmate should not be entered 
into LIDS. 
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  Jail personnel will often-
times find it necessary to search 
the Code of Virginia and/or the 
most current Appropriation Act 
for clarification on a variety of issues per-
taining to LIDS and offender confinement. 
To search the most current Appropriation 
Act please refer to the following procedure:

♦ Under the heading Budget Bill Informa-
tion click on the ‘Full Text Search’ for 
the most recent biennium to access the 
most current Appropriation Act Chapter.

RESEARCHING LEGISLATION 

    If an inmate does not have a Social Security 
Number (SSN) or it is unknown at 
the time of confinement, jails 
have been instructed to enter 
the SSN  as all 9’s, thereby 
prompting LIDS to generate a 

number.  If an inmate has been in numerous fa-
cilities there may be several different gener-
ated SSN’s in LIDS for the same individual.  The 
preferred procedure is that the original SSN 
generated be used for every subsequent con-
finement when possible, unless an accurate SSN 
has been confirmed by the Social Security Ad-
ministration.  If an inmate has been transferred 
to your jail from another facility please take the 
time to inquire on the offender in LIDS  to re-
trieve the generated SSN from the transfer 
facility.  Using the same generated SSN from 
jail to jail will ensure easier tracking of an in-
mate’s history.

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♦ Effective October 1st arrest data is no longer be reflected in LIDS.  It is not necessary to 
remove these fields from your jail management system, inclusion of this data in future uploads will 
not create an error.  These fields have been removed in LIDS as requests for this data is non-
existent. 

♦ The LIDS Quick Reference Guide has been posted to the Compensation Board website. 

♦ The Mental Health Report has been provided to the Governor and Chairmen of the Senate 
Finance and House Appropriations Committee and will be posted to the Compensation Board web-
site on or around November 1st. 

♦ There will be no LIDS monthly trainings until April, 2011. 

♦   The FY09 Jail Cost Report will be posted to the Compensation Board website on or around 
November 1st. 

♦   Federal overhead recovery rates have been updated in LIDS and will be reflected in your 
November LIDS certification.  These rates are determined by the annual Jail Cost Report.
