The Virginia Center for Behavioral Rehabilitation is a fa-

cility operated by the Department of Mental Health. Indi-

viduals therein confined are held on a civil commitment
order issued by the Circuit courts of the jurisdictions.
Once they have been civilly committed to the Depart-
ment of Mental Health and placed in the program, the
Virginia Department of Corrections (DOC) has no fur-
ther authority over these inmates, and the inmates are
no longer serving any felony sentence. The statute that
allows the courts to commit these individuals to the
program requires that the Circuit court that committed
the individual review the commitment status each year

on the anniversary of the original commitment. The Cir-

cuit courts issue a transportation order and the local

sheriff deputies pick up & transport inmates for this an-

nual review. The inmates are generally only out for a
few days for their annual review.

PREFERRED METHOD OF
REPORTING CERTAIN
ORDINANCE VIOLATIONS
CLARIFICATION
(Revised)

Many but not all cities and counties have adopted
local ordinances which parallel Code of Virginia stat-
utes. We want to give you the preferred recording
method at those counties and cities when a local po-
lice officer and magistrate commit an individual to
jail using a local warrant and commitment order.

Clarification of the preferred methods of reporting
certain ordinance violations are listed below:

If the locality has an ordinance code that is the same
as a state misdemeanor code, use a state misde-
meanor Virginia Crime Code (VCC) and replace the
‘M’ with an ‘O’ to indicate the ordinance violation.

Use a State misdemeanor code when an ordinance
code is not available:

EXAMPLE: DWI5413M1—record as DWI541301.

For cases when an individual is jailed using a local
ordinance and the State of Virginia Crime Code
(VCC) does not include a statute; for example:
Drunk in Public, LIDS VCC’s have been augmented
to provide for this situation. Example: the pre-
ferred VCC is ORD9966S9. LIDS has many such
VCC’s. To familiarize yourself with those available,
go to the Compensation Board’s Website:

VIOLATOR PROCEDURE
CLARIFICATION

The following clarifies the Parole/Probation Viola-
tors Procedure article featured in the April and May
2005 LIDS Newsletters:

PROCEDURES:

Inmate confined to jail for a parole or probation
violation & released by Parole Board/Court
(probation) back into the community:

e Confine using reason confined code ‘11’, await-
ing parole revocation hearing, utilizing the ap-
propriate parole violation Virginia Crime Code
(VCC), OR reason confined code ‘12’, awaiting
probation revocation hearing, utilizing the ap-
propriate probation violation VCC

e Release utilizing appropriate release reason code
to release inmate back into the community

Inmate confined to jail for parole violation & the
Parole Board/Court (probation) deems inmate to
serve the remaining sentence in jail:

e Confine using Reason Confined Code ‘11’, await-
ing parole revocation hearing, OR reason con-
fined code ‘12’, awaiting probation revocation
hearing , utilizing the appropriate parole/
probation violation VCC

e Release utilizing Release Reason Code ‘23’, con-
finement change within facility or violated pro-
gram

e If inmate has new charges/pending charges, do
NOT utilize Reason Confined Code 20, serving
sentence, but re-confine using Reason Confined
Code ‘50’, serving sentence with pending
charges, OR

e Re-confine using Reason Confined Code ‘20’,
serving sentence, utilizing the appropriate
arresting violation of parole/probation VCC,
then enter the original sentencing information at
the bottom of the offense screen to reflect the
original VCC offense code, sentence length and
sentence date
